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THE ENDINGS DEVELOPMENTAL STAGE
Ms. Victoria Johnson is a 75-year-old African American woman who for 30 years lived with her family in Bronx, New York.
Seemingly, despite the fact that Ms. Victoria has great health and social well-being she has decreased physical activity as well as mental ability since she occasionally forgets things. In addition, she has the tendency of dis-associating with people. Hence, from this perspective, Ms. Victoria identifies with the Late Adulthood Developmental stage.
Physical
	Ms. Victoria demonstrate a mild form of paranoia because she tend to attribute bad intentions to people he believe are whispering rather than acknowledging she has a hearing problem as a result of old age. This is appropriate for her age and puts her in the in the physical development stage associated with Late adulthood that causes impairment of the ability to recognize-pitches of sound, (Santrock, 2012).

Cognitive
	Ms. Victoria, 75-years old demonstrates dementias because she keeps on forgetting simple things on an occasional basis. Apparently, this is appropriate for her age since during late adulthood the information processing stage deteriorate leading to cognitive defects, (Papalia, 2014). Cognitive defects are associated with the decline in the Formal Operational Stage of Cognitive Development as outlined by Jean Piaget hence, this puts Ms. Victoria in the late adulthood cognitive development stage.
