Judge #2:
-At four and five years old, most children would not be able to analyze themselves and others to recognize that they are different. You say you wondered if others had the same thoughts, but if this is all you know, how would you know to question it? What gave you the clue that other children may not think/feel this way? I don’t think that ‘not fitting in’ is enough. Any children experience this. So is there an incident that made you begin to analyze and compare?
-Add more anecdotes. You talk at us and talk at us, but don’t show much. Whenever you want to illustrate something or make a point, show an example to make the point stick and so we can relate. Specific example.
Several times you summarize things you would occasionally do, but let us see an event.
	(The abuse was enough detail. A subject such as this needs a quick breeze over instead of getting deep into the subject.)
-Many times I feel you bring up something, but go off on something else and never finish to make a point. (organisation)
-You add a few interesting events so we read later, but I still feel so removed. What were you thinking? Was it the adrenaline rush that pain caused, or the control of doing it to yourself. Can you get us deeper into the experience so it is more than summary?
